This 1993 revision of Marianne Frostig’s popular Developmental Test of Visual Perception (DTVP) updates 
and improves the classic test. Administered to more than 6 million children in its original format, the DTVP-2 
continues to provide a useful measure of visual perception and visual motor integration skills in children. The 
DTVP-2 is based on the most current theories of visual perceptual development and taps relevant 
information via eight subtests: 

Eye-Hand Coordination / Figure Ground / Copying / Visual Closure / Spatial Relations / Visual Motor Speed / 
Position in Space / Form Constancy  
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A brief screening procedure is also included to help quickly target children who are at risk for visual and 
perceptual problems. The DTVP-2 provides scores for both pure visual perception (with no motor response) 
and visual-motor integration abilities. These scores are reliable (.8 or .9 levels) for all age groups. Norms are 
based on large sample, representative of 1990 U.S. census data, and studies have shown that the test is 
unbiased in regard to race, gender and handedness. Because it documents the presence and degree of 
visual-perceptual and visual-motor difficulties, the DTVP-2 is especially useful in identifying candidates for 
special programs. It is also helpful in verifying program effectiveness and providing evidence of possible 
organic impairment. The DTVP-2 kit contains an Examiners Manual, Picture Book, a package of both
